The history of mankind - is a continuous and 
interconnected process. Everyone pays tribute to cultural 
mammonof the world, including native and minor 
(Diaspora ) nationalities. 

At the moment, the number of native nationalities 
around the globe equals 370 million people living 
in more than 70 countries, forming 5 % of world 
population. At the same time, they form 15% of the 
poorest population groups. Number of native nations 
inhabiting Eurasia territory exceeds 500 thousand 
people, which equals to 0.3 % of total population, 
confirming disappointing global trends. 

The number of some nations have reached a critical 
point: Nanais, Nganasans, Lapps, Yukagirs total less than 
2,000; Aleutians, Negidals, Orochs, Tofalars, Tchelkans 
, Chulyms total less than 1000; Tazy(Ude), Ultis , Entsis 
total less than 500. lzhorans from Leningrad region 
are just over 300 left and Vod people descendants are 
around 100. 5etos from the Pskov region total less 
than 200. There are only 4 Kerek people throughout 
the world! I am, like most of you, concerned about 
problems of native and minor nationalities. If we do 
not pay attention to them, if we continue ignoring their 
development desires identical to our own ones, then 
modern world community shall bear the burden for their 
extinction and responsibility in the face of God, and our 
own consciousness. 

Since United Nations has initiated this paramaunt 
process, I believe that specific positive initiatives 
started by this respectful international organization 
aiming spriritual cultural, historical and social revival 
and reconstruction of potential among native and 
minor people could bring even more support from their 
side. It's not secret that great nations and societies 
absorb native and minor nations artificially. But it can 
and should be regulated. If international community 
considers itself as civilized one, assimilation and 
absorption has to be parried. 

Innovations are needed to preserve culture of native 
and minor nations. There should be special organization 
having financial resourses and power, if they really care 
about future. Nation, who lost their roots, becomes a 
token coin for other more influential nations and states. 
Is the number of nations without a state too small? 
They were big nations with independent states once. For 
example you may take Uighurs (there was an ancient 
state), Nogay (Golden Horde ) , Kurds, Crimean Tatars 
(Crimean Khanate ), Iranian Azerbaijanis and others. 
Confusion and fragmentation, lack of unity among 
American Indians led to tragic consequences. They lost 
their lands, culture, traditions. 

I think if it happens in a certain time, century or 
millennium, contemporaries of endangered nations bear 
responsibility. It 's nothing less than a real test in the 
face of God and future generations for humanity. When 
one person dies - it's a tragedy. Whilst regretfully tens 
and hundreds die - it turns to be ruthles s and spiritless 
statistics from around the world. 

Twenty-two years ago, the fate has given freedom to 
marginal indigenous peoples of Russian Empire (USSR)

Former parts of 
great empire, they will have to defend independence and 
sovereignty. 

At large scale, everything surely depends on the strength 
of country leaders entrusted by people to manage 
their fate. It is necessary for everyone starting from 
an ordinary citizen up to the first person in a state to 
turn ones faces towards cultural and spiritual values 
in order to reach these values. There should be also 
an "Idea· centralizing and directing everyday life and 
martial affairs. Real idea and ideology of intelligent 
governance unites people and power.

I am convinced, and have no doubt that Mukhtar 
Shakhanov is ideal person, poet and thinker for 
Kazakhstan for Turkic world and mankind, in general. I 
believe millions of my compatriots and those outside our 
borders would agree with my point of view. 

He has proved and still proves an ideal of person with 
strong civilian position devoting to people his difficult 
life. 

He is a patriot, internationalist, wishing happiness and 
prosperity not only to every human, but also to his own 
nationals, have been brutally suppressed and killed for 
centuries in powerless, humiliated and insulted state. 

I put my understanding and vision of modern world to 
your judgment to cause a clash of opinions, in its best 
sense, aiming avoidance of armed clashes among people.
